International trade produces many benefits, but there are also challenges. When countries try to protect
domestic markets, those actions can negatively affect international relations and economic stability. After
World War II, the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) was created to promote market stability

by liberalizing trade. The GATT functioned successfully for several decades until the World Trade
Organization (WTQ) replaced it. The WTO was better able to address the needs and challenges associated
with international trade and market liberalization.
